It’s not uncommon to see an array of boxes by the curb – advertising your 
expensive holiday gifts – right after Christmas.  
 
“When you leave these boxes just a few feet from your front door, it’s very easy for 
someone to figure out what you have inside your home. This could make you an easy 
target for a burglar,” said Clearwater Deputy Chief Sandra Wilson. 
 
This year the Clearwater Police Department is partnering with the City of Clearwater 
Solid Waste for Operation Safe Disposal. Each of the five following drop-off locations 
will have a trash bin for safe disposal of gift boxes and/or packaging:
