ARMED ROBBER COMMITS BATTERY ON PREGNANT PHARMACIST, TAKES 
PRESCRIPTION DRUGS

WHAT: Armed Robbery/Battery on a Pregnant Female 
 
WHEN: September 14 2009

WHERE: Walgreen’s Drug Store 
 660 Gulfview Boulevard 
 Clearwater, Fla. 
 
WHY: Clearwater Police are investigating an armed robbery at the Walgreen’s Drug 

Store on Gulfview Boulevard in Clearwater. The suspect entered the store and 
walked to the pharmacy at the back of the store. The suspect brandished a 
silver/chrome handgun and jumped over the pharmacy counter. He confronted a 
pharmacist at gunpoint, struck her in the head with his gun and demanded 
prescription medications. The pharmacist and a technician stood back while the 
suspect went to the shelves and took a large quantity of pain medication. The 
suspect then jumped back over the counter and exited the store. Employees at the 
front of the store were not aware of the robbery until after the suspect’s departure. 
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The pharmacist, who is pregnant, was transported to a local hospital for 
precautionary evaluation. She was treated and released.
